Goodbye stencils – hello Paintmark
Inventor of preformed thermoplastic launches 
new paint-based “Peel ‘n’ Stick” road markings
Atlanta, GA., Feb. 10, 2008 –Atlanta-based Digimark Products, the manufacturer of surface graphics for the pavement industry, today launched a new paint-based road marking product called Paintmark, a flexible, adhesive-backed road marking solution that requires no heat for application. Paintmark reduces installation time and minimizes traffic disruption for road marking contractors.
Paintmark has been developed by Digimark President, Barry Pacey, the inventor of preformed thermoplastics that so revolutionized the road marking industry in the 1970’s. 

“Paintmark is the application that the industry has been waiting for,” says Barry Pacey. He continues “Technically, Paintmark is an adhesive flexible painted marking for application to a traffic surface – it has all the benefits of preformed thermoplastic with none of the disadvantages; Paintmark needs no heat to apply, it can be replaced easily and needs no high level of operator training.”

Paintmark addresses two of the biggest problems of using paint in road marking - drying time and reflectivity. With paint, contractors have to keep the marked area free from traffic and pedestrians until the paint dries, obviously causing problems in terms 
of traffic congestion and diversion. Paintmark removes that problem completely because the paint is already applied to a flexible, reinforced backing. Regarding reflectivity, conventional paint cannot be built up to a sufficient depth to accommodate reflective particles. Paintmark, however, integrates these reflective particles and so offers an added dimension of safety to the application.
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Pacey concludes “Paint has always been the go-to product the world over, 
with easy access, low cost and relative ease of use. I wanted to find a way 
to take all the advantages of paint and combine them with the advantages 
of preformed thermoplastics. Paintmark preformed graphics can replace 
the need for time-consuming stencils, so now we can look at paint in a completely 
new way – this isn’t your father’s road marking paint!”
Paintmark is a patent-protected product that will be sold into the market through existing distributors already selling to contractors. Digimark will be displaying its products at InterTraffic 2008 in Amsterdam, April 1-4, 2008.

Notes

1. Paintmark is a Peel-n-Stick technology.
2. Paintmark comprises paint bonded onto a reinforced substrate.

3. Paintmark is a flexible paint compound made up to 20 mil thickness.

4. Paintmark is lighter than thermoplastic (nearly half the weight).
5. Paintmark is cheaper, lighter, quicker to install.
6. Paintmark doesn’t need highly-skilled installers.
7. Paintmark doesn’t need a heater/boiler for installation.

Barry Pacey is an English-born chemist, quantity surveyor and expert in traffic marking systems. He is widely recognized as the inventor of preformed thermoplastic markings, which he patented worldwide in 1978. Barry also invented and patented highway “Rib pads” - a preformed visual and audible edge lining system which gives drivers warning if they drift off the road.
